TURN PARTS TO THE FACTORY. WE REQUIRE PRIOR
FACTORY AFPPROVAL ON RETURNS, AND AP-
PROVALS ARE ISSUED ONLY TO BOLENS DEALERS
OR DISTRIBUTORS.

1. Children shall not be allowed to operate vehicle
at any time. The average child is not capable of
coping with the intricacies of operating a power
tool.

2. Do not allow adults to operate vehicle without proper
instruction including all safety instructions, In doing so you
will be sure they know how to operate unit properly and
also are aware of all the safety precautions,

3. No person should be allowed in or near working area
when snow blade is being used, particularly small children.
This will prevent bystanders from receiving possible injury.

4. Before starting unit, check to be sure all guards and
safety devices are in place and working. This will help
assure you against possible injury.

5. Be alert at all times. Give complete and undivided
attention to the job you are doing. This would minimize
the possibility of getting into dangerous situations,

6. Regard your snow blade as a piece of power equipment.
Teach this to all who operate the equipment. Power
equipment not properly operated can be very dangerous.

7. Do not carry passengers. The passengers could fall off
unit, receiving injuries.

8. Always look back to be certain no one is in the way
before using reverse. This will avoid the possibility of
running over any bystanders or pets who might be in the
area in back of the unit.

9. Do not leave unit while it is in motion or in actual
operation, nor leave unit unatiended while engine is
running. Injury to bystanders or damage to property could
oeeur.

10. Always follow manufacturer's operational suggestions.

11. Study your manual. Know your equipment before
operating it. Take time to operate unit in the safest manner.

12. Do not plow at too high a speed. You could be thrown
from the tractor if your plow would strike a hidden object
at high speed. “Bucking” with the plow is dangerous and
can break or bend tractor and plow parts.

13. Always lower blade to surface when parking, storing
unit, or leaving it unattended. This helps to prevent possible
injury by blade being accidently dropped.
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
